The Popularity Poll as a Buying Guide

Hope this column finds you in good spirits and ready to purchase
plants for this coming spring. At the time of this writing, winter is
loosening an icy grip on Northwest Arkansas. As of last week, our

house furnace continued to run, snow was falling, and Monday and
Tuesday morning temperatures were in back in the SINGLE digits, as |
though I was back in Minnesota. Last night, we’ve shifted gears into
passing thunderstorms, and temperatures are in the 50s-and 60s. Last
week, Mardi Gras went off without a hitch in New Orleans, even
though temperatures only reached the upper 30s. These cold condi-
tions offer challenging evidence for those who believe our growing — § X -
seasons will be longer; when, these last few years they’re getting shorter in Northwest Arkansas, making it
difficult to add plants to our beds. As an example, for years I grew Tim Tassin’s “Hippie Crash Pad” unsuc-
cessfully, and then my daughter moved to New Orleans in July 2017, and I gave her this plant and several
others, and guess what? Pictures she sends me of the plant that is blooming again in September? Our region,
like so many others in the U.S., has big ranges in growing conditions. Getting through these increasingly long
and cold temperatures is tough on all plants, and some can’t recover in time to produce a scape. Similarly,
trying to get “dormant” cultivars to “rest-up” and produce a scape while withstanding a year with no dorman-
cy is unrealistic.

I have returned to the role of Regional Publicity Director (RPD) and you can’t resist thinking, “I wish I had
done this differently.” As is always the case, the AHS is adjusting to a new type of gardener—now, a garden-
er can receive better information on-line, than the benefits from an active member in a local gardening club.
What information is provided on-line, particularly about the cultivars which do well throughout our region,
must be both accurate and helpful.

I will be tabulating the Popularity Poll and will note those plants receiving votes from various parts of our re-
gion, so it is suitable for clubs to mention this to new growers at plant sales, as you would any plant that is a
good grower in your gardens. There are several on the ballot that I grow, that have wonderful flowers, but are
too slow to increase for me to ever part with a single fan. On the other hand, there are many on this ballot that
are such excellent growers, that they are never in short supply—or even reappear in places [’ve removed
them. For example, Nita Copenhaver’s “Beautiful Edgings” looks great in gardens from South Carolina to
Louisville—it’s easy to see why people will always grow it. Voting will remain unchanged, but there’ll be
additional information in how your vote will be reported. In the past, if you voted online, I received a dupli-
cate of your ballot in an e-mail that I would need to retrieve from a “junk” folder (which I have learned to
remedy), but I didn’t see the purpose of this at the time. I will tabulate your votes as they are done by the
AHS, but I will include your address with the votes. If you choose to vote by mail, write in votes will be tabu-
lated and listed. Plants receiving two write in votes from separate gardens will be added to next year’s ballot.
I would prefer the AHS allow a separate write-in procedure for those you feel should be on the ballot, but un-
til this is changed, your write-in will count as one of the 10 selected.

To assure your write-in vote is not listed among the many cultivars receiving one vote, these singular write-
ins will be listed for information purposes—specifically, if someone writes-in a daylily, it will be recog-
nized as a plant superior in qualities to those listed on the ballot that they currently grow. The cultivars re-
ceiving your vote should be those you’ve grown. As a favor to the Region, could you also underline (or
highlight) the additional cultivars you grow that are on the ballot? I would like the results to identify the cul-
tivars remaining in the growers’ beds, which are not necessarily in their top-ten, but until they see a better
one they should add, they’re going to keep growing this plant. That’s very important information. I’m sure
you’re aware that the AHS reports having some bizarre number of registered cultivars recorded in their data-
base (89,000+), when we know AHS membership is less than half of what it was when I became an active
member in the early 90s—and it’s a struggle to find cultivars registered in the 90s still in commerce. It
would be more accurate to report a reliable estimate of cultivars that are currently grown, in a positive way,
such as “Each Region’s Popularity Poll includes a ballot with over 100 cultivars, where half the members
grow twenty of more cultivars on this list, and over 3,000 new registered cultivars are introduced each year.
There won’t be a “daylily census” but it’s time to report as much accurate information that is valuable to
increasing the number of daylilies. A special accomplishment will also be noted. A cultivar with any state
agricultural school affiliation, such as “Tiger Bait” or “Hog Wild” that amazingly receives votes from both
Louisiana and Arkansas growers, or simply is grown in the same garden, is an unprecedented accomplish-
ment. For those of you that hybridize, this could be a challenge.

This year, as returning RPD, your location will be recorded with your vote, and a tabulation will be availa-
ble to all of you, by closest daylily group to your garden. I will also get all your addresses “geocoded” so we
can have a graphic display of top cultivars in the area. More than saying “your vote is important” —your
growing conditions are unique—and important information as well.

Please vote in the Popularity Poll Balloting. I agree to perform this tabulation for the next three years, so,
it’s not necessary to have a new RPD learn to perform any tabulation tasks, and if the growing conditions
are important to note cultivars doing well across the Region is popular—it can remain, and the Popularity
Poll can be looked upon as a starting point for new members. More information can be gained from the Pop
Poll—much more than featuring our top 5 vote getters on the AHS web site.
