48% of the Region 13 members voted in this year’s popularity poll. This was
twice the participation of all but four of the other Regions. I know your new

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Regional Publicity Directors, Gerald Lutterman, Louisiana, and Carey Roberts,
Arkansas, will get 70% or better. This year’s Region 13 popularity poll winner,
Hemerocallis ‘King Kahuna’, received votes equally from the northern and
southern voters.

I look forward to continued service to AHS as Director of Region 9. It is my
goal to retain and increase membership. A survey of AHS members was recently
published in the AHS journal. That survey showed that 80% of AHS members
are 56 years or older and almost 31 percent are over 70. This tells me two things:
gardening is a hobby for the retired, and we need to do more to attract younger
members 35-50. We need to do more to promote the flowers we love.

We have some new and exciting things that are going on in AHS. Scheduled

for mid February - March is a more interactive web site. This will be a website
where you can network with other AHS members. This will be a website where
you will be able to build your own page telling people about yourself, your
garden, and your favorite flowers. This will be a web site where the Region and
clubs will be able to interact with the members and with each other. I am hoping
the site will allow for on-line education, testing, provide pdfs of past Journals and
newsletters and provide members an outlet to better interact with each other and
with AHS.

Club designations have been developed for any club that has an AHS
membership of 65% or more. Clubs receiving the designations will be recognized
in the Journal and on the web site. The following will be the designations:

Platinum 100% AHS membership
Gold 90% AHS Membership
Silver 75% AHS membership
Bronze 65% AHS membership

Your club must have a minimum of 25 members. In order to qualify you must
send your club’s entire membership roster, including contact information to Joe
Goudeau for verification.

Starting January 1, 2011, there are 14 growers who will offer a 10% discount

to ALL AHS members for orders of $100 or more. Some of your Region 13
growers, Bayou Bend Daylilies, Beaux Basin Gardens and Daylilies Etc. have
committed to AHS and to this program. I look for many others to join once they
see how successful this program is going to be.

This is just a sampling of what is to come from AHS. I am asking for your help.
What do you think AHS needs to do to retain you as a member? What can AHS
do to attract more members? What does AHS need to do better? We love the
flowers, we enjoy the fellowship, and if you are reading this post, you, like me,
are a proud member of AHS.

I bet you thought that was it, we finally got rid of that Goudeau guy. Sorry, not
yet.

His passion for daylilies started in the 60s when his family relocated to Central Louisiana
from east Texas where he attended East Baptist University in Marshall and did graduate
work at Stephen F. Austin State University in Nacogdoches. After a short stint as an
educator in the Longview Independent School District, where he met his wife of fifty
years Wrenetta, he relocated the family to Louisiana. There he became one of the original
staff of LSUA where he served over thirty-five years and retired as an associate professor
of English in 1994.

Ellis always had a love for landscaping. He became fascinated with daylilies due to

the assortment of color, size, stamina, and, of course, great beauty of this remarkable
creation. “The Garden” evolved over the years from a few small beds to the entire rear
yard. Ellis’s collection of daylilies is impressive by any standard. The garden, full of
the latest and greatest daylilies along with the oldies but goodies, was host to Regional
and local meetings and the AHS Display status insured that visitors from all over came
to visit during bloom season. The specimen hydrangeas really set the garden off and his
whimsical garden art lets one know there was a lighter side to this man.

Ellis will be best remembered in the daylily world for the Fall Symposium that he started
13 years ago.

Ellis was a mentor for all who knew him and his passion for daylilies paled in
comparison to his passion for church, family, two children and three grandchildren and,
of course, his friends.

We will miss Ellis.
